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Urban animal TV news feature

In groups of 3 or 4, you are going to write and perform a TV news feature about an incident involving a person and an urban animal.

1. First of all, decide what urban animal it was and what sort of incident it was (e.g. a funny incident, an act of animal “kindness”, an attack)
2. Now work out the details of exactly what happened. Use the questions below to help you:

· When and where did the incident take place?

· Who was there?

· What was happening before the incident took place?

· Had there been previous issues?

· Was there anything which directly caused the incident to happen?

· What exactly happened?

· Did anyone witness it? What did they see?

· How did the people involved fear during and afterwards?

· What happened afterwards to the people and to the animal?

· Has anything happened since to stop it happening again?
3. Next plan the news feature itself.
Who will appear in it? Below are some ideas: 

· The person directly involved

· A family member or friend of the person involved 
· An eyewitness

· An expert 

· A member of the authorities

Depending on how many people will appear in your news feature, you may need to perform multiple roles.
4. Use the storyboard (below) to help you plan each shot, who is in it and what they say.
